The municipal housing com-
pany Alingsåshem presented their unique
renovation project at Brogården and the new

passive houses that are being built in
Stadsskogen. The municipal company FABS
showed the passive house preschool in
Stadsskogen which is just finished.

The municipal energy company presented
their investments in wind power and district
heating produced from renewable energy.
Another popular part of the exhibition was
the energy guidance provided by the expert
of the local administration.

A new REBECEE partner is Glantz
Arkitektbyrå, a local architect firm. Glantz is
building passive house villas in
Stadsskogen. Several families showed inte-
rest in these villas during the Expo. Glantz
has just finished another passive house in
Lerum, a neighbour town to Alingsås.

In the other stands Alingsås partner compa-
nies showed energy efficient products like
windows, insulation and heat exchangers.
The companies that joined the exhibition
were Sjömarkens Isolering,
Gustavsberg/Vårgårda, Airzone, Combex,
Indovent, Foamglas and Maxel.

The workshop was organised on two occa-

(from 20.000 to 30.000 EUR per building
dependent on environmental quality stan-
dard and floor area) that will be available
very soon from the Eco Fund. 
First Ms Martina presented her new book
and announced that the Faculty for
Architecture intends to organise an associ-
ation of passive house producers in order to
maintain good information to investors and
in the same time to have quality control
over the products and services that are
offered on the market.
The two representatives from the Building
Institute ZRMK presented technical upda-
tes and some new projects under construc-
tions, while the representative from building
company presented some basic information
in practical realisation of passive houses.
Mr Bojko Jerman presented results of the
REBECEE project and invited audience to
visit the architectural exhibition that will take
place in Ljubljana from 2nd to 23 June
2008. The workshop was well attended by
24 persons, many of them have intention to
build a passive house.

Opening of Sports Hall
Schilksee in Kiel

On 24 April 2008 sports hall Schilksee, that
was newly built as energy saving and envi-
ronment friendly, was festively opened by
Stadtpräsident (Chief Municipal Director) of
the federal state capital Kiel, Herrn Tschorn,
the headmistress of local primary school, as
well as the chairman of the local sport club
TSV Schilksee e.V.. More than 100 children
from the primary school and the sport club
helped to turn the opening into a special
event with their various presentations. 
The sports hall Schilksee is a 22 times 44
metre large two-field sports hall. It has got
internal steel bearing structure with trussed
beam with grid of 6,50 m . The facade was
implemented with its wall construction with
metal external cover. The long side looking
to the north is glazed to a large extend in
order to provide for optimal exposure to
daylight. In the south side of the building the
wing with change rooms and sanitary facili-
ties is located. It is distinguished from the
hall itself by a different colour. This brik-
kwork wing is provided with thermal insula-
tion composite system. The hall obtained
double sprung floor and it can be divided
into two equal halls by a separating curtain.

The sports hall was built according to KfW
40 energy standard. The possibility for the
sports hall to become an InBA project is to
be thanked to Stadtwerke (public services)
Kiel AG, that took over heat supply with
wood pellet heating system and partially
sponsored it. This heating system is used for
supply of thermal heat and domestic hot
water. After measurements of hot water con-
sumption during first years of operation the
usage of the solar heating system shall be
considered.
Ventilation system suitable for a passive
house with waste heat recovery provides for
humidity removal in adjoining rooms, good
air quality in the hall and  leads to thermal
heat economy of over 80% through heat
recovery.
