16 project presented, 4 realisations and
planned investments by the Housing Fund
of the Municipality of Ljubljana and several
commercial projects. Some realised projects
were open for public visits.
Introduction to the exhibition was made by
the Director of the Housing Fund of the
Municipality of Ljubljana, Ms Jožka Hegler.
The exhibition was formally opened by the
Vice Mayor, Prof. Janez Koželj who pointed
out importance of public incentives in the
energy efficiency and renewable energy
field.

The exhibition was opened for public 20
days with 45–50 daily visitors in summary
950 visitors, among them many foreigners.
Their feedback in the exhibition book was
very positive.

Along with the exhibition, where realised
projects and projects in design stage were
presented, 8 finalised investments were

opened for public viewing. There were 13
visits realised with participation of 52 inter-
ested citizens and professionals.

Workshop for planners of
low energy and passive
buildings in Ljubljana

The programme on May 27th at the Local
Community Centre Bežigrad in Ljubljana
started with presentation of REBECEE acti-
vities in Slovenia and other partner cities.
Ms Tonka Grgic presented detailed overview
of realised and proposed low energy and
passive investments carried out by The
Housing Fund of the Municipality of
Ljubljana. She also mentioned the exhibition
programme to take part in June 2008 and
2009 in Ljubljana and in other partner cities
and pointed out possibilities to join visits to
exhibition in Kiel and Alingsas.
The technical programme started with pre-
sentation on technical regulation and status
on its implication, given by one of the lea-
ding Slovenian design experts, Bojan Mehle
from PROTIM Ržišnik Perc Ltd. He pointed
out the discrepancies among technical regu-
lation demands and much lower standard of
realised buildings.
Then Mr Stane Tomc presented overview on
design elements for air heating and cooling
systems for low energy houses with empha-
sis to air distribution elements and designs.
The programme continued with presentation
on various ventillation techniques, elements
and system designs, such us: Hydro-sensi-
ble ventilation, Ventilation with heat recove-
ry – one family houses, Ventilation with heat
recovery – multi apartment buildings,
Integration of heating and cooling,
Integrated system for passive houses, Earth
heat exchanger, Distribution systems and
elements, Single family house example:
design and material list for the example
house.
After the break the programme continued
with comprehensive presentation given by
Mr Eberhart Paul, the author of many
patents in ventilation field. He presented and
discussed the following technical issues:
Metering of efficiency of heat recovery units,
Heat recovery patents by PAUL, Design
concepts for multi story buildings, new and
refurbishments, Calculation of needed volu-
me exchange, Noise reduction measures,
Control of air humidity, Earth heat exchan-
gers, why yes, why no, Active cooling and
passive cooling – when and how.
After discussion the workshop closed with
high satisfaction of more than 50 workshop
attendees.

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International City Forum
2008 within the framework
of the Kiel Week

The International City Forum during the Kiel
Week has been taking place for over 30 years.
Partner cities of the federal state capital Kiel
and other local authorities from Finland, Great
Britain, Latvia, Lithuania, Norway, Poland,
Russia, and Sweden visited the fjord in 2008.
This meeting, which started as a uniting-
nations event, has developed itself into up-to-
date political forum.
“Climate Change and Adaptation Strategies in
Cities of North and Baltic Seas” is the motto of
International City Forum 2008.
Representatives of eight partner cities as well
as delegation from ten cities with good rela-
tionships to the city of Kiel were invited. As
always reports and discussions concerned bur-
ning issues, since the goal is to learn from one
another and give each other new impetus.
In the run-up to „Innovative Bauausstellung
(InBA) Kiel 2008“ (Innovative Building
Exhibition Kiel 2008) the International City
Forum had good grounds to connect global
thinking with local activities. Two inspiring, glo-
bally orientated reports by Prof. Dr. Dietmar
Dommenget (IFM-GEOMAR, Kiel) about
„Climate 2010“ and by Prof. Dr. Gernot Klepper
(Institut für Weltwirtschaft / Institute for Global
Economy, Kiel) about „Costs of Climate
Change –depending on the Climate Policy“
lead over to local options for actions and strate-
gies for local authorities. Various cities present-
ed model examples, how climate protection
can be actively aspired on the local level.
Furthermore, this year’s International City
Forum had very demonstrative examples,
since already before the exhibition (from 5 till
28 September) the delegations to the Kiel
Week could visit a number of newly construc-
ted or refurbished buildings in the city of Kiel
and be informed about the advantages of CO2
neutral heat supply. For example, this was what
happened in case of famila convenience store
in Kiel-Wik. This convenience store, with rein-
forced concrete framework as method of con-
struction, has obtained stringent insulation
standard and is to be heated only if temperatu-
re falls below zero, the office wing shall be con-
structed as a passive house. The energy sup-
ply concept includes the usage of waste heat
from cold air for heating of effective area, ener-
gy efficient lighting, usage of heat and cold from
the ground (geothermal energy), as well as
ventilation systems with highly efficient waste
heat recovery, which adjust air volume to the
actual demand. Photovoltaic unit with output of
100 kWP shall be installed on the roof. As
result, this project can set Europe wide stan-
dards for similar commercial properties. 

International Conference
in Sofia

On 26-27 June 2008 the international con-
ference “Integration of Energy Efficient
Solutions and Renewable Energy Sources
in New and Renovated Buildings” was held
in the frame of the project REBECEE in
Sofia, Bulgaria. About 75 representatives of
Bulgarian companies, project partners from
Hamburg, Riga and Tallinn, media, universi-
ty lecturers and experts took part in the
event. 

The participants were welcomed by the
Ministry of Economy and Energy, Sofia City
Council and the organizers. Twenty papers
were presented at 3 panels: Passive and
Low Energy Buildings, Insulation Systems;
Advanced Energy Efficient Technologies
and Building Systems; Quality Assurance for
the End Customers. Architects, engineers
and techniques had the opportunity to learn
more about the new for Bulgaria projects –
low energy and passive buildings, building
management systems, integrated systems
using renewable energy sources, etc.
Legislative and other problems and barriers
for penetration of energy efficient measures
were discussed and proposals for corrective
actions and improvements were put forward.

On the second day of the conference a mul-
tifamily apartment building renovated under
a program of the UNDP and the Ministry of
Regional Development and Public Works
was visited. The participants learnt more
about the process of recruitment of buil-
dings, all stages of renovation and quality
assurance. The other visited object was the
new administrative and store building of
REHAU Bulgaria. Experts from REHAU sha-
red their experience and new technologies
applied in a new and modern building: a
heat pump system with pipelines from a new
material, facade energy saving systems, a
solar system for DHW supply, solar shading
system, etc. The payback period of the hig-
her investments is 8,4 years as the systems
has high durability and reliability.
