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"Innovative Bauausstellung InBA was a com-
plete success" was the title of the article in
Kieler Nachrichten on 18.10.2008. And federal
state capital Kiel could not agree more on this.
The development process of InBA had given
the city many important impulses, which beca-
me obvious during the exhibition runtime and
numerous events. 
From 5th till 28th of September 2008 Kiel, as
the city of climate protection, laid the main
emphasis on energy saving construction:
Innovative Bauausstellung (InBA)® Kiel 2008
provided insight in sustainable construction -
from practical experience for practical expe-
rience. 

During three exhibition weeks 20 InBA projects
could be visited. 
Buildings of all kinds, such as new and refurbis-
hed buildings, dwelling houses, commercial,
public and special construction exemplary
show, how construction can be become more
sustainable with help of energy efficiency and
usage of renewable energies. 
Thanks to participation of engaged builder-
owners, who modernized or new constructed
their buildings according to high energy stan-

dards this and last year, there was developed a
fine composition of innovative buildings: apart-
ment buildings, terraced houses, apartments, a
consumer market, a sports hall and a multifunc-
tional building. All in all 28 accommodation
units were refurbished, 160 accommodation
units and about 15.000 m² of useful area as
commercial and office area were newly built. 
It is noteworthy that many of these projects
were considerably more energy optimized than
it was originally planned. Among these there is
newly constructed Famila department store
Kiel-Wik, the science centre Kiel, sports hall
Schilksee, the energetical refurbishment pro-
jects in the streets Bräutigamweg and
Kanalstraße.

When the decision for InBAwas made by coun-
cil board in 2006, increasing energy prices and
consequences of climate change were not
such important issues for many people as they
are today. The 1st Kiel Climate Day in the city
hall of Kiel in the beginning of 2008 demonstra-
ted with help of over 1000 visitors the rising
interest of citizens, who informed themselves
on such issues as energy efficiency, energy
saving and renewable energies.

The 5th Kiel Solar Days took place together
with InBA. In "Sophienhof" took place presen-
tation of Kiel enterprises, which belong to
craftsmen association "Fair-Play-Wärme" (fair-
play-warmth), union of members of the trade
association "Sanitär-Heizung-Klima" (sanitary
plumbing - heating -climate), as well as further
guilds and handicraft enterprises with their pro-
jects. The approved fair of Kiel handicraft was
supplemented by firms and products from the
sphere of energy saving construction on the
occasion of InBA 2008. Many thousands of
discussions, consultations and first contacts
provided for even more attention towards ener-
gy efficient construction.

As first from the eight partner cities, the federal
state capital Kiel conducted the largest building
exhibition within the framework of the EU pro-
ject REBECEE. The incentives, provided by
InBA to the city, have further effect and they
were actively picked up in order to use the
momentum of InBA and make Kiel more envi-
ronment friendly.
