EFL joining REBECEE

The European Foundation for Living, an
international union of housing associations,
is joining the REBECEE network. Two Dutch
housing associations, Staedion from The
Hague and Com Wonen from Rotterdam,
are starting their work as Observers in the
European network.

Kiel Climate Day in the
City Hall of Kiel

Conference and Fair for energy cons-
cious construction, dwelling and living
On 23 February for the first time in its histo-
ry the City Hall of Kiel will be opened for a
climate protection fair so that interested visi-
tors could talk to scientists, experts, specia-
lists and politicians about the climate.

build - save money - protect climate!" says
Peter Todeskino, mayor and head of
Department for Urban Development and
Environment of the federal state capital Kiel
and initiator of the Kiel Climate Day as well
as of the Innovative Building Exhibition
(InBA)® Kiel 2008. "Building from InBA pro-
jects will show, how energy and resource
saving construction and refurbishment can
be planned and realised in cities."

The whole fair in the City Hall is devoted to
the question what everybody can do for cli-
mate protection.

Projects, ideas, initiatives, services and pro-
ducts under the motto "energy-conscious
construction, dwelling and living" will be
presented on that day, all of them have




energy or resource saving or CO2 reducing
effect. About 60 fair stands devoted to con-
struction, modernisation, climate protection,
energy saving, regenerative energies and
mobility shall be located in and in front of the
Kiel City Hall.

Beside that two dialogue rooms will be
arranged, where discussion with experts on
various topics can take place. In dialogue
room "Energy-conscious construction and
modernisation" hourly changing specialists
shall give lectures on the following topics
and discuss questions: passive house, on-
location energy consulting, mildew, solar
technology and wood pellets, modernisation
and tenancy law. In the second dialogue
room climate friendly life will be discussed.
The key words are green electricity, alterna-
tive energy concepts, solar systems.

Young audience is also encouraged to parti-
cipate. On the second floor mini-phenomen-
ta will be constructed, an suitable for chil-
dren exhibition with about 50 interactive
experiments. Beside that the association
Geo step by step offers activities for partici-
pation and modelling. For example, all the
children can experiment with water, sun,
wind and fossils und specialist guidance or
build a solar hotplate.
